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Celebrating a fruitful first year with Helen as our CRCW
Below is a report written by Helen for Synod that was featured in the Synod newsletter in October.
I started as the new CRCWm in the Huddersfield pastorate at the beginning of September 2024 and it was lovely to have my Mum and friends join with the pastorate for my commissioning service when the Revd Dr Noel Irwin used a text from Nehemiah to speak about my passion for encouraging others to discover their talents and ‘build’ and for working with others and for my love of a good cup of tea!
A lot of my first 3 months were taken up with attending the annual CRCW residential and the courses and events that someone new to ministry has to undertake. However, I was also able to start to get to know Huddersfield, particularly the areas around both churches, start to build relationship with other groups and organisations and to support our pastorate community worker (who started in June 2024) with some of the activities she was running.
In addition to supporting existing groups at both churches and running some one-off activity sessions at Moldgreen we established the Warm Welcomes at Moldgreen, a monthly drop-in session offering people the chance to call in for a brew, get advice and support if required and to have a go at some different craft activities. This was in response to the closure of another group that used to meet in Moldgreen’s building.
The run up to Christmas was a busy time with some extra craft sessions, a Christingle celebration with Moldgreen community primary school and the fantastic little lights switch on, lighting up Moldgreen’s new living Christmas tree.
I have got involved with the planning of the Fabulous Friday sessions as well as helping at some of the sessions. Fabulous Friday is a joint project between Waverley URC and the FOCAL centre offering exercise sessions, crafts and occasional talks to older residents. We have seen some participants also come to Waverley’s weekly coffee morning and a couple
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of people occasionally come to the Sunday services.
During August we ran holiday activities for families at both churches. This was a new initiative, and it was great that so many people from both churches got involved and we could engage with lots of new families. Check out our video here    https://youtu.be/krkKuPTjvqs – we even had a teddy bears picnic as well. We are looking forward to running some more sessions over October half term.
We have secured extra funding towards our work with the community to run extra activities sessions, improve the church garden and to support people facing hardship through the national household support fund.
 As well as work with the churches here at Moldgreen and Waverley I have also become a governor at Moldgreen community primary school, am involved in some wider work with the team at the FOCAL centre where Waverley are based and am now the chair of Dalton Together, a community partnership, which Rosie Buxton, Moldgreen’s previous 
CRCW was instrumental in establishing. 
I was encouraged to hear someone talking about Moldgreen URC and the Unite Respect Connect project a few months ago and saying they wished more churches were prepared to be involved in their community in the way we are. Having the capacity to get involved in community life without any agenda apart from, “we care because God cares” helps both churches build trust and grows relationships.


Do you have a nativity set we can borrow?
Last year the church looked lovely inside and out with the new nativity set in the foyer and the wooden stable scene outside. This year, on Saturday 6th September when we will be switching the tree lights on (a new tree is coming) we’d like to display a variety of nativity sets in the church for people to view as part of the activities.

The Poppy Appeal – could you help by giving some time this autumn?
The 2025 Poppy Appeal will be launched this month.  The Poppy is a powerful symbol worn by people right across the UK to commemorate the sacrifices of our Armed Forces and to show support to those still serving today.  The Royal British Legion was first set up to help those returning from the First World War.  Almost a century on, they're still helping today's service people, veterans, and their families coping with bereavement, living with disability or finding employment. However, the Poppy Appeal would not be able to continue without the dedication of the teams of volunteers who stand in the streets, shops and supermarkets. 
Each town and village has their own Poppy Appeal Organiser - also a volunteer - who runs these teams, arranges for cover, drops off and 
collects the boxes. The Poppy Appeal is always grateful for the work of these dedicated people, but the volunteers say they are proud to be selling poppies to show support for those who sacrificed their lives for us.  St Andrew and football    -    by Canon Paul Hardingham 
‘Some people think football is a matter of life and death. I don't like that attitude. I can assure them it is much more serious than that’ (Bill Shankley). When you replace the word ‘football’ with ‘mission’, this quote still has something to say! The apostle Andrew (we remember him on 30th November) demonstrates what the mission of the Church is all about  
(John 1:35-42). It’s not unlike following your favourite football team!
When we support a football team, we make sure that we know all about them! When Andrew and his friend heard about Jesus, they wanted to find out more: ‘Look, the Lamb of God.’ (John the Baptist, v35). The first stage of mission is finding out more about Jesus, the One who enables us to be friends of God through His death and resurrection.

Secondly, when supporting a football team, we will spend time watching their games. Andrew asked, ‘where are you staying?’ and Jesus replied, ‘Come and you will see’ (v39). Andrew spent the rest of the day talking and listening to Jesus. As a result of this time, he had something to share. How much time do we spend with Jesus, reading His word and praying? 
When our team wins, we want to share the good news! After meeting Jesus, Andrew’s first action was to tell his brother Peter: ‘We have found the Messiah’ (that is, the Christ)’ (v41). Are we willing to tell others about Him too? Sharing with family and close friends can sometimes be harder than talking with strangers. However, we don’t need to follow a football
team to engage in mission. It’s all about being excited to share Jesus with those we meet day by day.                                      SOURCE: THE PARISH PUMP

16th November - St Margaret of Scotland
Some women have power, and some women are good. When a woman with power is also good, she can achieve an astonishing amount.
Margaret of Scotland has been called ‘The Pearl of Scotland’, but she began life in Hungary about 1045. She was born to the expatriate English prince Edward the Exile, and so was an English princess. The family returned to Wessex in 1057, when she was 13, and following the death of King Harold II at the Battle of Hastings in 1066, her brother Edgar Aetheling should have been King of England, but he was never crowned.  Instead, the family fled north, to Scotland, where she was married to Malcolm III of Scotland by 1070. As a Scottish queen she went on to become mother of three kings of Scotland, and of a queen consort of England.  
Margaret was a Christian, and became a good friend of Lanfranc, a future archbishop of Canterbury. Her biographer tells of how she read narratives from the Bible to her husband, thus helping to ‘civilise’ him. He was illiterate, but so admired her reading, that he had her books decorated with gold and silver. She was also credited with helping her youngest son, the future King David I of Scotland, towards becoming a just and holy ruler.
Margaret introduced the worship and practise of the Church of Rome into
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 Scotland. She also wanted to help the many pilgrims travelling in Scotland, and so she established a ferry across the Firth of Forth, which is where the towns South Queensferry and North Queensferry got their names.
Margaret performed many charitable works for the poor, and she interceded for the release of English exiles who had been forced into serfdom following the Norman conquest.  She also began the restoration of Iona Abbey.  In private life, Margaret spent much of her time in prayer, using a cave on the banks of the Tower Burn in Dunfermline as a place of devotion and prayers. St Margaret’s Cave is still there today, covered beneath a municipal car park.  Margaret died in 1093, and in 1250 Pope Innocent IV canonised her. Her relics were dispersed after the Scottish Reformation, but at one time Mary, Queen of Scots, owned her head.

Take it easy on those country roads

Country roads may look inviting to drive, but the statistics tell a different story. For collisions on rural roads are around four times more likely to result in a fatality. 
Such is the finding of the NFU Mutual Rural Road Safety Report 2024. It found that in 2023, an average of one in every 32 collisions on rural highways resulted in a death, compared to one in every 122 on urban roads. Overall, more than 18 people died on rural roads each week in 2023.
So - what is wrong? It seems it is the sheer number of hazards which motorists may face on a rural road. These include blind corners, narrow roads, road quality, poor visibility, cyclists, pedestrians, horse riders, mud and debris, loose livestock, agricultural vehicles, unexpected road or field entrances, impatient drivers, and Sat-Navs sending people down unsuitable roads. It all adds up to one simple message: be careful and expect the unexpected on country roads.

All in the month of November
175 years ago, on19th November 1850 that Alfred, Lord Tennyson, became Poet Laureate of the UK (until 1892).
125 years ago, on 22nd November 1900 that Arthur Sullivan, British composer, died.  Best known for his collaborations with the dramatist W S Gilbert on operas including H.M.S. Pinafore and The Pirate of Penzance. He also wrote the hymn Onward, Christian Soldiers.
100 years ago, on 10th November 1925 that Richard Burton, Welsh stage and film actor was born.  Known for Cleopatra, Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf? And many more.  Fifth and sixth husband of Elizabeth Taylor.  Died 1984.
Also 100 years ago, on 27th November 1925 that Ernie Wise, TV comedian and actor, was born.  Best known for his comedy partnership with Eric Morecambe (Morecambe and Wise) Died 1999.
90 years ago, on 6th November 1935 that Britain’s Hawker Hurricane fighter plane made its first flight.  It played a major role in WWII, especially during the Battle of Britain.
80 years ago, on 16th November 1945 that UNESCO, the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organisation, was founded.
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75 years ago, on 2nd November 1950 that George Bernard Shaw, Irish playwright and literary critic, died.  Best known for Pygmalion.  Winner of the 1925 Nobel Prize in Literautre, and co-founder of the London School of Economics.
65 years ago, on 2nd November 1960 that a British jury cleared Penguin Books of obscenity for publishing D.H. Lawrence’s novel Lady Chatterley’s Lover.  This is often considered the beginning of the permissive society in Britain.
Also 65 years ago, on 8th November 1960, that John F Kennedy was elected as the 35th President of the USA.
60 years ago, on 9th November 1965 that the death penalty was abolished in the UK
50 years ago, on 3rd November 1975 that Britain’s first North Sea oil pipeline was officially opened.
40 years ago, on 15th November 1985 that the Anglo-Irish Agreement was signed by the Prime Minister Margaret Thatcher and Irish President Garret Fitzgerald.  It gave the Irish government a consultative role in the affairs of Northern Ireland.
25 years ago, on 9th November 2000 that Eric Morley, TV host, died. Known for establishing the ballroom dancing competition Come Dancing (1949 – 98).  It was succeeded by a celebrity version, Strictly Come Dancing, in 2004.
20 years ago, on 30th November 2005 that John Sentamu became Archbishop of York (until 2020). He was the first black archbishop in the Church of England.
10 years ago, on 13th November 2015 that the Paris Attacks took place when suicide bombers and armed terrorists from Islamic State (IS) attacked a football stadium, rock concert, cafes and restaurants.  130 people were killed and 416 injured. IS said the attacks were in retaliation for French air-strikes on IS targets in Syria and Iraq.

The vote was organised by the BBC’s Songs of Praise team, with an accompanying programme, The Big School Assembly Singalong, hosted by singer and presenter Aled Jones.
Aled Jones well remembers his school hymn days. “Every morning, we sat cross-legged on an uncomfortable wooden floor, which doubled up as our gym and school canteen. “We would sing the songs that don’t get sung in cathedrals, where I ended up, because they’re perhaps seen as child-like, but actually that’s what brought me into religious music in the first place. “There’s a joy in being able to sing these hymns that uplift you and make you feel out of this world, but back at school, it was even better to do it with mates. I think that these hymns and this collective singing just takes you back to an easier, simpler, safer time.” The vote was cast on 20th September, but at the time of this going to press, we do not yet have the results.
The results were due to be announced on 11th October, during The Big School Assembly Singalong, held at the Victoria Hall in Bolton. On the night, a choir led by music teacher and TikTok star James B Partridge will present a range of school assembly classics.  Partridge said: “I think the school assembly songs that we sang as children have a special place in our heart. Having that experience of singing together as a community really brings back the joy of those childhood days.”
